
FREEDOM 2021 COVID-19 PROTOCOLS 
 

 All students/leaders/staff/volunteers will wear masks while inside the church and on buses. 
o Masks will be made available by Prestonwood Students for those who forget theirs. 

 The temperature of all students/leaders/volunteers will be checked upon arrival on Wednesday night, Friday 
night and Saturday at lunch. 

o Students with a temperature of more than 99.5 degrees will be sent to HQ for a secondary check. If a 
fever is confirmed, parents will be called, and these students will not be able to participate that day.  

o Parents, please take students’ temperature before leaving home; keep them at home if they have a 
temperature of 99.5 degrees or above.  

o Please keep students home if you know they have been exposed to COVID-19 within the past 10 days or 
if they have any symptoms. 

 Pews/chairs will be available for seating only on every other row in the Worship Center of each campus. 
o LifeGroup leaders will spread out in the Leader Meeting in the Worship Center to reserve rows for their 

groups. 
o Students must sit with their LifeGroups, and rushing the stage during worship will be prohibited. 

Students will remain in the rows with their LifeGroups throughout all Worship Services. 
 Doors will be opened 15 minutes prior to start of worship — to enable an orderly, leisurely walk-in (instead of 

rushing the doors). 
 Hand-sanitizing stations will be located throughout the church. 
 LifeGroups will meet in large spaces of the church to provide the opportunity to spread out.

o All LifeGroups will meet at the church for Bible study and small-group time. We prefer students who are 
participating in Freedom WKND to limit time with their LifeGroups to the church only. We ask that 
students return to their own homes each night.  

 Meals will be served at tables where groups can spread out. 
o Plano HS will eat lunch in The Commons; global dinner for grades 11 & 12 will be in The Commons, 

and in the Student Ministry Building for grades 9 & 10.  
o Plano JH will eat lunch in the Student Ministry Building, and global dinner will be in the Sports & Fitness 

Center. 
o NC students will eat lunch in the Atrium. 
o All food service volunteers will wear masks and gloves.  
o Mandatory hand sanitizer will be provided at all food lines.  
o All food will be pre-packaged or served wrapped (supplied by Jason’s Deli & Chick-fil-A). 

 Plano JH rec will be in both the Student Ministry Building and the Prestonwood Christian Academy Fieldhouse to 
ensure lots of spacing. 

 Plano HS students will be required to wear masks at the Main Event per state ordinance. 
 Student booklets and leader books will be digital this year. 
 Buses: 

o Students/Leaders will wear masks while on the bus. 
o Buses are sanitized thoroughly and have “fresh air” technology installed. 
o Students will travel by LifeGroups on pre-assigned buses.
